THE RoaDp ProJecT wiTH NINE LIVES

No matter what you read or hear, the
InterCounty Connector (ICC) will never die—it will
be reinvented and come back to lifein another form.
Thisroad has been studied for 50 years—sincethe
Eisenhower adminidration. Millions of taxpayer
dollars have been spent to conduct studiesand
develop plans. Although Maryland Governor Parris
Glendening has publicly killed plansfor the ICC, a
new form of the |CC has surfaced and may be built
using Route 198 and extend along Route 28 to
Georgiaavenue.

Oncein place, theroad would serve asthe
fabled " east-west” link that would expand beyond
Georgia Avenue and points further to thewest. In
time, thisentire roadway could be widened to form an
east-west superhighway (adozen lanes) —almost
identicd to the ICC plans of the past.

This progressive project can moveforward with
minimal Federd involvement, independent of federa
funding—and agood “sink” for the state tax surplus.
Residents should consider that development and
increased traffic follow big road projects such asthis.
TheRt. 198/28 plan will adversely affect therurd
amospherein Laurd and Burtonsvillejugt likethe
origina ICC plansthreatened to do. Laurd and
Burtonsvilleresdents should redizethat thisroad
project isan ICC incognito. It seemsthat the quest for
an ICC will go on aslong asthereisland to build on
and politicianswho care more about roads then
degtroying communities. Thisplanwill take many
homesaong Rt. 198 (west of Rt. 29) withit. Cometo
the Generd meeting to get more details about this
road project and how it will affect Laurel. <

GLENELG SEWER PROBLEMS CONTINUE TO
THREATEN OUR DRINKING WATER

During the October 2000 WL CA Genera
meeting, Ms. Jodye Russdll of WSSC gave avery
informative presentation on Howard County’ s plansto
build asawage treetment plant to service an expand-
ing Glenedlg High School plusoneexisting and one
planned additiona nearby schoal.

TheHoward County Schools Board of Education
(BOE) had dreedy received Maryland Department of
the Environment (MDE) gpprovd to build sucha
trestment plant with theeffluent discharging into the
Middle Patuxent River (which runsthrough Howard
County), but locd residents hed complained about
potentid problemsfrom thisdischarge The BOE
ubsequently decided to apply for MDE gpprovd to
reconfigure the plant and indtead dischargeinto adirect
tributary of the Patuxent Reservoir (Tridd phia/lRocky
Gorge) fromwhich we— and three-quartersof amillion
Prince George' sand Montgomery County resdents—
get our drinking water.

The BOE had hoped to “fast-track” thisproject.
Theideaof discharging treated sewage wastesinto
the Reservoir bothered many of us, including our loca
eected officids. Our County Council membersMike
Maloney (Prince George' s) and Marilyn Praisner
(Montgomery), Delegate Barbara Frush and the other
members of the 214t delegation “ Green Team” (Sena-
tor Art Dorman, Delegates Pauline Menesand Brian
Moe), and Senate Pro Tem IdaRuben al wrote
superb | etters objecting to this plan, asdid severd
arearesdents. Thisstrong reaction evidently had not
been anticipated.

Asof early January 2001, Howard County has
not yet filed an goplication for this sewage plant
discharging into the Patuxent Reservair tributary.
Apparently, plansare on hold while Howard County
“exploresvariousoptions.” Thisdoes not mean that
theideaof discharging into the reservoir has been
abandoned, so we need to stay abreast of the Situa-
tion and should continue to show interest. Unlikethe
gtuation on the swift-moving Potomec River, where
potential untrested waste from an upstream trestment
plant mafunction would flow by in ashort time, inthe
Patuxent Reservoir any such wastesfrom atreatment
plant malfunction would accumul ate and could not be
readily cleared.

ONE STEP CLOSER TO A MAGLEV

During our Fall 2000 WL CA generd mesting,
the community was briefed on amagjor trangportation
project caled the Maglev. The project manager of the
Maglev spoke using charts, facts, and figures. He
fielded our questions and concerns. Therewas much
concern about the need for such aproject and the
acceptance of such an unproven technology. Many
were concerned about the noise it would cregteif it
wereto be built down the [-95 median.

A recent Washington Post article reported that
the Washington-Baltimore corridor was named one of
two findigsin the race to win federd approva to
build the country’ sfirgt ultra-high-speed rail link.

Thearticlereported that “U.S. Transportation
Secretary Rodney E. Sater selected the40-mile,
$3.4 hillion Maryland-D.C. project and a47-mile,
$2.7 billion Pittsburgh proposa from among entries
seeking millions of dollarsin federd aid.” Thetwo
projectswill split $14 million dlocated for environ-
menta impact sudiesand preiminary engineering. A
winner for this project isto be chosen by the next
trangportation secretary in 2003. Congructionis
projected to take place from 2004 to 2010.

The article noted that the Maryland-D.C. areais
the front-runner to win federa approva becausethe
regionis part of the northeastern corridor and hometo
150 million people, not to mention Congressitsdlf.
“The Maglev islinked to the region’ s quest to beat out
seven other U.S. citiesfor the 2012 Summer Olym-
pics, in which transportation congestionisaprime
concern.”

The articles noted that “no nation has yet intro-
duced Maglev transcommercidly. Japan istesing a
25-miletrack west of Tokyo, at acost of morethan
$3 billion. Last year, Germany canceled a$5.8 billion
plan to transport 40,000 passengersaday between
Berlinand Hamburg.”

Thishighly politica project is something that
deserves much attention from the community. West
Laurd should watch thisclosdy asit would bring
noisesmilar to jet enginesinto our community for 18
hoursaday. Cal and write your State and County
elected officids. Make your voice heard! <

PINEHOLE LEAKS IN RESIDENTIAL COPPER
PiPE

Homes acrossthe nation have experienced an
increased number of pinholeleaksin copper pipes.
Thisisduein part to the aging of the homes. Finhole
leaks can cause costly damage over time becausethey
can go undiscovered.

Pinhole leeks most frequently occursin older
homes, in the cold water pipes, and usudly those that
run horizontally. Many homesin West Laure have
experienced problems. The WL CA wantsyou be
aware of theissue and know whét is being done about
it and whereto go for information.

The Washington Suburban Sanitary Commisson
(WSSC) isstudying pinhole leaksin cooperation with
the Copper Devel opment A ssoci ation and the Wash-
ington Suburban Master Plumber Associetion. To
date, no definitive cause for the lesks has been
determined.

Thereare numerousfactorsthat can cause
pinholeleaks such as manufacturing, pipethickness,
ingalation, temperature of water, dectrica currents,
interior surface conditions, velocity of water through
the pipes, changesin water direction such at elbows
and tees, and corrosiveness of thewater.

The WSSC hired an independent expert in 1999
to examined| of thefactorsthat may beinvolved. To
isolate the factors that may be causing these lesks, the
WSSC and the af orementioned partners are devel op-
ing adatabase of local addressesthat have experi-
enced pinhole leaks. It is hoped that this database will
provide expertswith information regarding the causes
of theseleaks and where they are occurring.

The WSSC is confident that the water isnot
causing the pinhole lesks. Thewater qudity conss
tently exceeds drict federdl slandardsfor quality —
including corrosion potentid —that is monitored by the
Environmentd Protection Agency.

If you have experienced pinhole lesks at your
home, the WSSC would like you to document the
problem by filling out asurvey form on their webgte.

As spring gpproaches our community must be
ever conscious of the need to recycleand what is
dlowablerecydematerid. Prince George' sCounty’s
MateridsRecycling Facility accepts plastics marked
with the universd recycle symbol encirclingal or 2.

Similar to glasslids or bottle tops, plasticlids
or bottletopsarenot recycledby PrinceGeorge' s
recycling program. Prince George' s County accepts
clear, brown, and green glassaswell asmost dumi-
num and paper products

According to the Prince George’ s Department of
Environmental Resources, paper recycled at the
Prince George' s County’ s Drop-off Sites creates 74%
lessair pollution and 53% lesswater pollution than
using virgin paper fibers because it takesless process-
ing.

Recycling oneton of glass savesenergy equal to
burning nine gdlons of fud ail. A pound of meted
recycled glass can be made into apound of new glass.
Metdslikeaduminum and sted cansare usudly made
into new cans. Using recycled duminum instead of
bauxite ore requires 95% less energy and weter!

Recycled plastic can befound in such products
asnew plastic bottles, park benches, winter coat and
deeping bag filling, carpet, tennis shoes, and play-
ground equipment.

Please placerecycled materiasin your yellow
recycle bins curbside and remember to purchase new
products made with recycled materias.

StorM DRAIN WORK AT SWEITZER LANE

The West Laurd Civic Association has been
advised through the office of the County Council-
man, Walter Maloney, that there will be some storm
saewer repair of existing drainpipe and headwal |l that
conveys runoff from MD 198 into the headwaters
of Waker Branch, atributary to the Patuxent River.
The project siteislocated about 400 feet north of
MD 198 and 100 feet west of Sweitzer Lane. This
isan old pipe and structure that is in need of repair.
The State Highway Administration will repair the
existing end wall and create arip rap plunge pool
to control the scouring of the streambed. No work
will be done downstream from the pool. Thiswork
is not close to any homes and should not be of any
negative influence.

ATTENTION RESIDENTS NEAR SWEITZER LANE

The WL CA received late-breaking newsin
mid-January that the owner of the property next to
the WSSC sediment ponds at Sweitzer and Rt. 198
will be sdling five acres to a church developer. The
WLCA has no further details. No site planis
available and no point of contact wasgiven. The
WL CA has contacted the County Councilman’'s
office and requested that we be kept informed of
any devel opments that come to their attention. The
WL CA will keep the community informed as events
transpire. Projectslike these usually take yearsto
work through. There will be opportunity for public
hearings and thiswill probably come beforethe
general membership if and when aplan is submitted
to the County.
